1. The company has engaged CDSL to provide e-voting platform to the shareholders of the

Company.

2. The cut-off date for the purposes of identifying the shareholders who will be entitled to
vote on the resolutions by e-voting placed for approval of the shareholders was 21+
September, 2024.

3. The Remote e-voting platform was open from Wednesday 25t September 2024 at 9.00 AM
to Friday 27t September 2024 at 5.00 PM and members were required to cast their votes
electronically conveying assent or dissent in respect of the resolutions.

4. As prescribed in the Rules, venue voting facility was kept open on Saturday, 28%
September 2024 from 12.00 Noon (IST) to 02.00 PM (IST).

5. As on the cut-off date i.e. 215t September 2024, the company has 1393 shareholders.

6. At the end of e-voting period 28% September 2024 at 02.00 PM, voting portal of CDSL was
blocked forthwith.

7. 20 members attended the AGM through VC/OAVM and were counted for the purpose of
reckoning the quorum under Section 103 of the Act.
